The 3 Sections of the Vedic Scriptures by Content

The content of Vedic scripture is divided into two, or sometimes three, main sections, as follows:
1. Karma-kanda:    
largely dealing with ritual sacrifice aimed at enjoyment   




(world-accepting)

2. Jnana-kanda:     
philosophical texts aimed at knowledge through renunciation   

                              
(world-denying)

3. Upasana kanda: texts focusing on worship of God and service to him    

                              
(world-accommodating/transcending)  

These three largely correspond to the three main paths

– karma-yoga, jnana yoga and bhakti yoga
